At the end of
the summer, they got a new pastor. His name
is Ishmael and he has a wonderful, little, tiny
wife and 3 sons. He started in August and
already has the attendance back up to 35 — 40.
Pastor David Medrano from El Camino has
been helping him out, and it's a real blessing
to see these two dedicated men working to-
gether. Ishmael needs Sunday School materi-
als, so, if your church has extra Bible pictures
or materials, send them down and we’ll get
them to the church. He also shared his need
for a vehicle, as they have none. So, if you
know of anyone who has an unneeded vehicle
that they'd like to send to Mexico, let us know
that, as well.
